June, 2008 after 20 years of advocacy!

A10228/S7185- a bill that allows access to DV
emergency housing regardless of immigration
status, is expected to pass the assembly after some
revision, please thank them!

Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) funding increased by $
60 million to $ 650 million to use for victims of crime
for the fiscal year of 2008. Also Violence Against
Women Aact (VAWA) programs received a $ 35
million increase to provide $435 million for programs
that help and support so many!
